The certificates
that accredit and confirm the enrollmentina
Spanish program at Enforex can only be signed,
sealed and sent by people authorized by Enforex,
who will not be responsible for rejected visa
applications, as these certificates do not hold any
official validity, but serve only as confirmation

of acourse to be taken at one of our schools.
Such documents will only be sent to cover the
amount of course time initially contracted by the
student. Enforex will send out, free of charge and
to any student who asks for them, the following
documents (if and only if the total cost of the
program has been paid):
